1 This memorandum is filed on behalf of the New Zealand Transport Agency
(‘Agency’) in relation to Stage 1: Chapter 37 Designations (General) of the

Proposed Queenstown Lakes District Plan (‘Proposed Plan’).

2 The Agency has reviewed the draft section 42A Hearing Report (‘Report’) by
Craig Barr, Senior Planner at Queenstown Lakes District Council, dated
