The Appellant seeks changes that are not
appropriate to avoiding adverse effects on Outstanding Natural
Landscapes and Outstanding Natural Features;

(b) It is appropriate to restrict development in any Outstanding
Natural Landscapes and Outstanding Natural Features to

exceptional cases where the applicant can demonstrate that the
landscape or feature can absorb the change. These changes
should be assessed in the wider landscape context rather than

being restricted to the immediate development site;

(c) In all other respects the decisions version of the Proposed District

resolution.
