a. An appeal by Trojan Helmet Limited (“Appellant”) against a decision of the 
Queenstown Lakes District Council on its Proposed District Plan (“Plan”). 

 
2. Hogans Gully has an interest in the proceedings that is greater than the interest that the

a. Hogans Gully through its submission to Stage 2 of the Plan has sought its land 
between State Highway 6, McDonnell Road, Hogans Gully Road and Bendemeer 
be rezoned to a bespoke Hogans Gully Resort Zone.

3. Hogans Gully is not a trade competitor for the purpose of Section 308C or 308CA of the 

Resource Management Act 1991. 
 
4. Hogans Gully is interested in all of the proceedings. 

 
5. Hogans Gully is interested in the following particular issues: 

 
a. The amendments sought to the Strategic Directions of the Plan so as to include 

Strategic Objectives and Policies that recognise and provide for resort zones and 
their associated activities.  

 
6. Hogans Gully supports the relief sought by the Appellant because –  

 
a. Hogans Gully support’s the Appellant’s view that the Strategic Directions should be 

amended so as to include Objectives and Policies that recognise and provide for 
resort zones and their associated activities. 

 
7. Hogans Gully agrees to participate in mediation or other alternative dispute resolution of
