• The appeal fails to recognise that the concession process, under the 
Conservation Act 1987 is an appropriate mechanism to control the removal of 
indigenous vegetation on land administered under the Conservation Act;

• Case law1 finding against exemptions for indigenous vegetati< >n removal can be 
distinguished from the rule and circumstances proposed in this case.
